PIPE – National Legume Risk Management Tool Development Project
Budget Narrative:

This proposed activity is a management program for CSREES for the entire US. The proposed work involves managing at least 35 subcontracts and development of program priorities, and cooperation with both CSREES and USDA RMA in accessing program progress. As such, it includes costs not normally associated with a research grant. This project is not an NCSU extension project in the traditional sense. The activities of this project require management, administrative and office costs far beyond those associated with extension grants. The program itself provides benefits to the entire US and CSREES in terms of grants management for them. Therefore, costs for office supplies, rent and utilities are allowable. SRIPMC Direct Costs – Travel, Rent, Personnel, etc. ($39,452)
Subcontracts – Because of time constraints, full details of subcontracts are not yet available. CSREES will review the nature, substance and budgets of the subcontracts before approval and release of these funds

Education

1. Development of educational programs including electronic and printed materials ($130,000)

2. At least 2 stakeholder workshops @ $10,000 each ($20,000). Expenses for these workshops may be funded directly from NCSU, or set up as subcontracts. If funded by NCSU, expenses will include catering for business lunches/dinners.

Monitoring 

1. Monitoring teams (estimated 6 teams @ $10,000 each) ($60,000)

2. Aerobiology/overwintering/alternate host monitoring – one or more subcontracts ($125,000)

Soybean rust sentinel plots 

1. Subcontracts (up to 35) for varying amounts with LGUs and state Departments of  Agriculture ($1,000,000)

2. Subcontracts to the Regional Plant Diagnostic Networks for sample identification, 4 x $200,000 ($800,000)

IT Tools and Operations – one or more subs to Penn State University and ZedX ($125,000)
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
